There are several names for Saint 
Agnes including Saint Ines, Saint Ines 
of Rome, and Saint Ines del Campo. 
Agnes is Patron Saint of purity, 
chastity, virgins, rape victims, 
betrothed couples, engaged couples, 
gardeners, crops, and Girl Scouts. 
Symbols and representations of Saint 
Agnes include lambs, a woman with a 

lamb, a woman with a dove, a woman with a crown of 
thorns, a woman with a palm branch, and a woman with a 
sword at her throat. 
 
Important Dates for Saint Agnes 
Born: c. 291 
Martyred: January 21, c. 304 
Feast Day: January 21 
 
Life of Saint Agnes 
We have no reliable information about the birth, life, or 
death of Agnes. Despite this, she is one of Christianity’s 
most popular saints. Christian legend has it that Agnes 
was a member of Roman noble family and raised to be a 
Christian. She became a martyr at the age of 12 or 13 
during the persecution of Christians under the reign of 
emperor Diocletian because she would not give up her 
virginity. 
 
Martyrdom of Saint Agnes 
According to the legends, Agnes refused to marry the son 
of a prefect because she had pledged her virginity 
to Jesus. As a virgin, Agnes couldn’t be executed for this 
affront, so she was to be raped first and then executed, 
but her chastity was miraculously preserved. The wood 
that was supposed to burn her would not ignite, so a 
soldier beheaded Agnes. 
 
Legend of Saint Agnes 
Over time, accounts of stories about the martyrdom of 
Saint Agnes became embellished, with her youth and 
chastity growing in importance and emphasis. For 
example, in one version of the legend Roman authorities 
send her to a brothel where her virginity might be taken, 
but when a man looked upon her with impure thoughts 
God struck him blind. 
 
Feast Day of Saint Agnes 
Traditionally on the feast day of Saint Agnes, the pope 
blesses two lambs. The wool of these lambs is then taken 
and used to make pallia, circular bands which are sent 
along to archbishops around the world. The inclusion of 
lambs in this ceremony is thought to be due to the face 
that the name Agnes is so similar to the Latin word agnus, 
which means “lamb”.

O most gracious God, grant me so to 
receive the Body of Thine only-begotten Son, our Lord Jesus 
Christ, which He took from the Virgin Mary, as to merit to be 
incorporated into His mystical Body, and to be numbered 
amongst His members. O most loving Father, give me grace to 
behold forever Thy beloved Son with His face at last unveiled, 
whom I now purpose to receive under the sacramental veil here 
below. Amen.

OUR FASCINATING FAITH 
Calendars 
Perhaps you noticed that this year we didn’t celebrate the 
Baptism of the Lord on the Sunday after Epiphany 
(today), but instead on last Monday, the day after 
Epiphany. Why the shift? It all has to do with regional 
calendars. Within certain general boundaries, every 
national conference of bishops is able to set its own 
liturgical calendar according to how it is felt to benefit the 
people in that region most. So, for example, the Epiphany 
of the Lord is celebrated January 6 on the Church’s 
universal calendar. But the bishops of the United States 
decided that, for the benefit of the faithful, it would be 
better for Epiphany to be celebrated on a Sunday every 
year. So here in the States we see Epiphany’s date vary 
from January 2 to January 8. The biggest problem this 
presents is that the Baptism of the Lord, which is 
normally celebrated on the Sunday after the Epiphany, 
would push back the whole liturgical calendar by a week 
on the years when the Sunday celebration of the 
Epiphany falls on January 7 or 8, putting the U.S. out of 
sync with the rest of the Catholic world at least until 
Lent. To avoid that scenario, the U. S. bishops decreed 
that in those years the Baptism of the Lord would fall on 
the Monday after Epiphany, leaving the rest of the 
calendar intact.

Next weekend’s special 
collection is for 

Communicating God’s Word 

By Candlemas, forty days after Christ-
mas, February 2, the season of Christ’s 
coming has depleted our candle supply. 
Soon, the parish will order a new paschal 
candle from a catalogue or candlemaker, 
or in some communities, wax will be col-
lected to be melted and molded. Last 
year’s paschal candle shows the wear and 

tear of summer heat, or many funerals or baptisms. 
 
Paschal candles have been around since at least the fourth 
century, when Constantine’s biographer Eusebius report-
ed that the night of the sacred vigil was “transformed into 
the brilliancy of day, by lighting throughout the city pil-
lars of wax, while burning lamps in every place so that 
the splendor of this night was brighter than the brightest 
daylight.” 
 
Light was a precious commodity in the ancient world, 
and this lavish use of precious beeswax was a sign of the 
Christian’s call to bear Christ’s light into the world’s 
darkness. In a preelectric age, a whole city aglow from 
the paschal flame must have been a glorious sight, and a 
reminder to every baptized Christian of our vocation to 
“be the light of the world.”
