Difficulty, Survival and Glory 

In Revelation, John the Evangelist tells 
us what we can expect as followers of 
the risen Jesus: distress, endurance, and 
a kingdom. Although we are only eight 
days into our fifty-day Easter feasting, 
we cannot ignore the distress weighing 
down our daily lives. Jesus’ resurrection 
does not erase individual suffering, but 
his glorious triumph over death 
cultivates endurance in our hearts. We 

remember that Jesus did not spare himself, and we ask for 
the strength to endure as he did. Imitating Christ helps us 
grow as members of God’s royal family. As beloved 
citizens of the Kingdom of God, we recognize our 
kinship with all people. Peter demonstrates his care for 
others as he heals multitudes of broken, suffering people. 
In the Gospel, Thomas accepts his own spiritual healing 
when Jesus helps him to believe. In times of difficulty, 
survival, and glory, we borrow Thomas’ declaration of 
faith: “My Lord and my God!”

What is Cursillo? 
 

The Spanish word Cursillo translates to “little course”, 
in our case a little course in Christianity. The purpose of 
Cursillo is to build Christian Communities in 
neighborhoods, parishes, workplaces and other 
environments in which people live the greatest parts of their lives. 
Cursillo makes it possible for anyone in the world to live a Christian life 
in a natural way. It provides a means by which men and women can live 
the Gospel every day. 
 
The Cursillo Movement is a lay movement within the Catholic Church 
that shares the fundamentals of being a Christian as both an individual 
and in community. Cursillo helps people discover and fulfill their 
personal vocations while promoting groups of Christians who inspire 
their environments with the Gospel. 
 
It begins with a three day experience of living Christianity…a little 
course in Christian community with daily Mass, communion and visits 
to the prayer room or chapel. It starts Thursday evening and ends 
Sunday evening. During those three days, those attending live and work 
together, listen to talks given by the spiritual directors and laypeople and 
participate in small group discussions. The talks include topics that deal 
with real life… the Christian Ideal,  the Catholic faith and how we can 
bring Christ into the modern world.

Treasures from Our Tradition 

An ancient title for this Sunday is 
Dominica in Albis, or “Sunday in 
White.” During the Easter Vigil, the 
newly baptized are invested with a 
white garment, a sign that they have 
put on Christ. At one time, the gar-
ments were worn for a full week of 

celebration and reflection, and on this Sunday the newly bap-
tized would appear in their robes again in their new place 
among the faithful for Eucharist. 
 
In later centuries, the energy of new life at Easter was largely 
forgotten, and this Sunday was renamed “Quasimodo Sunday,” 
or “Low Sunday.” In recent years, with the recovery of the in-
sight that Easter is the privileged time for celebrating and re-
newing baptism, there is nothing “Low” about this Sunday. At a 
week’s distance, the beauty and grace of our Easter celebration 
is sustained by joyful alleluias, the blessing and sprinkling of 
holy water, and the comfort of the Lord’s presence to us. He is 
risen, and he summons us together, opening up the scriptures 
for us, breaking the bread, filling us with new life.
