Treasures from Our Tradition

Although the hours of daylight
= are rapidly dwindling, many
people would say that these Oc-
tober days bring the year’s most
splendid weather. Americans are
riders and joggers, not strollers,
and so the pleasures of the sea-
son are often lost on us. This is not the case with many
Jewish people, who observe an ancient rule in walking to
synagogue on the Sabbath. On city streets and suburban
sidewalks in many cities, we may notice around sunset
the nicely dressed families walking and chatting on Fri-
day afternoon. After a short prayer at dusk, the families
stroll home again for a relaxing and festive meal. They
return to synagogue in the morning, and then spend an
afternoon in family leisure until three stars appear in the
night sky and Sabbath ends.

Catholics, on the other hand, pile into the car and drive
even a short distance to Mass; some even divide the fami-
ly to participate at different hours. For Jews, the leisurely
walk marks a dividing line between hectic life commit-
ments and a day of abundant joy and enrichment. Before
we became an automobile culture, Catholics embraced a
similar pace, and in most places walked to church. These
lovely days of fall invite us to tap into an old and life-
giving tradition. If you live within a mile of your church,
walk next week. If you must drive, park at a good dis-
tance and walk the rest of the way. Talk about your life,
greet strangers, notice the crunch of leaves under your
shoes. You may be surprised at how different Sunday

SUSTAINING HOPE

We all get weary sometimes. So often we face frustration, discouragement, and temp-
tation to despair over what we can’t change in our lives, or in the world. Today’s read-
ings give us resources to persist in sustaining hope and trusting in God. The reading
from Exodus shows us that when our arms get weary, we are not alone, that God
provides us companions to sustain us. The letter to Timothy reminds us that we are
rooted in scripture, the story of God’s past actions and promises for the future. The
Gospel passage from Luke gives us the image of a persistent widow, who has a pas-
sion in her heart to sustain her relentless efforts to secure justice. This passion, this
faith and hope, are God’s gifts. But they require ongoing practices of prayer to stay
alive and growing. Let us encourage each other in prayer when our arms get weary.

GOD’S PERSISTENCE
Today’s Gospel is set within Jesus’ instruction to his disciples to prepare for a fu-
ture after his ascension, and before Christ’s final return. The early Church lived in an
unjust and violent world, and likely wondered when Christ would return to complete
his work. In this context, we hear a parable of a corrupt judge and a widow seeking
justice. The widow has no worldly resources to affect the judge, but only her own
persistence. And that was enough.

We today also live in an unjust world, and we the Church long for Christ to fulfill God’s
promises. But we are not asked to wait passively; instead we must join God’s work
in bringing justice. We can imitate the widow with our persistence in prayer and ac-
tion to be instruments of peace in our own place and time. These efforts might well
extend beyond our own lifespans, but God will inspire new instruments of peace in
future generations. God’s persistence will be enough.

A DEEP BREATH
In today’s passage from 2 Timothy, we hear that “all scripture is inspired.” The Greek
word translated as “inspired” literally means “God-breathed.” That is, God breathes
God’s own life in and through scripture. We can see ourselves also as “God-breathed,”
as God’s creation was the result of God’s speech in Genesis, and as the Church re-
ceived the Spirit from Jesus’ breath (John 20:22). God breathes in and through these
writings, and in our encounters with each other, to enliven and to transform us.

Using this word, Paul invites Timothy to engage with scripture, to allow it to teach,
correct, and train. Scripture is not a set of rules or an answer book, but a breath of
God’s fresh air. It is the record of flawed

human beings encountering a loving yet TODAY’S READINGS
mysterious God.
