Dear OLQP Brothers and Sisters, 
 
For the fiscal year ended June 30, 2022, I am pleased to report that we 
achieved a net profit (surplus) of $33,088 due to your generosity and 
the actions that we have taken to minimize our operating expenses. 
 
Your contributions (consisting of Sunday collections, Christmas, Easter, 
and Repairs & Maintenance) totaled $440,959, an increase of $9,093 
over the previous fiscal year.  As seen in the comparative income 
statement, our parish, due to your tremendous generosity, was able to 
exceed the 2021 Annual Appeal goal and receive a rebate of $20,488 
plus a 2% assessment credit of $12,466 from the Archdiocese of 
Newark, resulting in a total income of $32,954 from the 2021 Annual 
Appeal alone!   
 
South Bergen Jointure Commission (SBJC) contributed $251,080 of 
income to our parish, representing 32% of our total revenues.  And 
specifically regarding SBJC, I am pleased to formally announce that 
over this past summer, SBJC renewed their lease with Our Lady Queen 
of Peace for another 5 years, thanks be to God!  
 
Our total operating expenses were slightly higher by $16,595 compared 
to the previous year primarily due to an increase in the cost of property 
insurance ($41k) and various capital expenditures, such as the new 
HVAC for the auditorium ($38k).  Due to damage from Hurricane Ida, 
additional capital expenditures included a new rectory drainage system 
($13k), elevator repairs ($9k) and parish center roof repairs ($3k).  Our 
insurance claim for the damage caused by Hurricane Ida remains 
pending and we hope to get reimbursed on some of these expenditures 
soon.  
 
Our greatest savings came from reduction in salary expenses (through 
reduction in headcount, reduced hours, outsourcing, etc.) which was 
$39,973 less than the previous fiscal year and significantly lower than 
the prior 2 fiscal years.  This past fiscal year, the total was $310,860, a 
decrease of $92,594 from 2 years ago.  Despite these drastic reductions, 
we have been able to maintain, and in some cases improve, the 
operations of the Parish facilities through outsourcing services and 
operating efficiencies – doing more with less thanks to the tremendous 
work of all our full and part time staff.  If you see any one of our staff 
at the parish center, please thank them for all their hard work as much 
of what they do each and every day to help our parish thrive is usually 
done behind the scenes. 
 
Our efforts to aggressively reduce expenses together with your 
generous contributions have allowed us to achieve the present profit/
surplus. With your support and prayers, we plan on keeping our 
expenses to a minimum and hope to see an increase in collections this 
coming fiscal year, especially in online giving.  While online giving 
currently represents only 6% of our Sunday collections, I hope and pray 
that more families will consider giving online which would streamline 
our collection process and stabilize our collections week-to-week.  
Simply visit our parish website at www.olqp.org to learn more.  Please 
continue to be generous with your offerings, especially repairs and 
maintenance, as we plan on several much-needed capital expenditures 
this fiscal year, including improvements to the parish center as well as 
regular maintenance repairs to our buildings. 
 
Thank you very much for your support this past fiscal year. I know that 
times are tough, but your sacrifice in giving to our parish matters and is 
very much appreciated!  May God reward you for your continued 
generosity to Our Lady Queen of Peace and may God bless us all as we 
continue to grow our parish in faith, hope and love.

Although the opening lines of today’s 
first reading claim that the Lord “knows 
no favorites” (Sirach 35:15) and is “not 
unduly partial toward the weak” (35:16), 
the remainder of the passage makes it 
clear that the Lord does indeed pay spe-
cial attention to the weak, the oppressed, 
and the orphans and widows. The psalm-
ist reiterates: “The Lord hears the cry of 

the poor” (see Psalm 34:18). In the Gospel, Jesus claims 
that a tax collector is more justified in his prayer for mer-
cy than the Pharisee, whose prayer was an account of his 
own righteous deeds. Jesus’ point could not have been 
clearer: tax collectors in the Jewish society of Jesus’ day 
were not just lowly; they were considered outcasts and 
cheaters. They collected taxes for the hated Romans and 
almost certainly collected enough to assure a generous 
income for themselves. Tax collectors were among socie-
ty’s outcasts; didn’t this one just admit his own sinful-
ness? How could a tax collector be “justified” (that is, 
made right) before God, while the Pharisee was not? Why 
would God even listen to the prayer of a tax collector? 
This surely was a surprise, upsetting common assump-
tions about righteousness.
