What kind of King is Jesus? How do you envision him?
Remembering that they were promised a king from the
line of David, the Israelites hoped for a Messiah who
would set their political problems aright and bring about a
worldly kingdom of Judaic power. Even Psalm 122 seems
to describe this type of ruler. Luke’s Gospel today shreds
that image after the whip of the Roman soldiers tore at
Jesus’ flesh. Still, the Romans flaunted the traditional no-
tion with their ironic inscription above King Jesus’ crown
of thorns. Soldiers and ordinary people jeered the royal
title at him. Yet the throne of Jesus was the cross of
Christ, from which he dispensed kingly mercy and justice
toward the humble criminal who shared his execution.
Writing to the Colossians, Saint Paul describes the truth
about Jesus and his kingship, using words like fullness,

peace, and forgiveness. So let us go rejoicing!

Treasures from Our Tradition

This week might be a good
time to stock our spiritual
cupboard along with our
kitchen cupboard in prepa-
ration for our celebration
of Thanksgiving. Before
there was a Thanksgiving
Day, even before there
were Pilgrims, the Roman
Catholic Church celebrated
Ember Days (“change-of-
season days”) as periods of thanksgiving for seasonal har-
vests. This means it is a customary Catholic way to give
thanks to God through prayer, fasting, and almsgiving. In
the 1969 reformed calendar it was left up to the national
conferences of bishops to set dates for Ember Days. (The
ones on the old calendar fit a Mediterranean climate, and
on the new calendar it was imagined that each nation
knew best when to schedule such seasonally oriented
days.)

The United States bishops have not yet resurrected
Ember Days, Rogations Days, and other national days of
prayer. However, tucked within Catholic Household
Blessings and Prayers (a book published by the U. S.
bishops) is a chapter on Ember Days that proposes,
among others, the three days before Thanksgiving as days
of prayer, charity, and fasting. Why wait for an official
proclamation? Why not undertake to observe those three
days in that way in your parish, or even in your family?

Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Universe

Today’s solemnity, the final feast of the
Church year, is a youngster as feasts go. In
1925, Pope Pius XI was distressed by
global political upheaval and the de-
Christianization of society. That year was a
“Holy Year,” keyed to the sixteen hun-
dredth anniversary of the Council of Ni-
caca, when the words “and of his kingdom there will be
no end” were added to the Creed. The Pope explained
that although most feasts had developed over many cen-
turies, the Church sometimes provided a new feast to ad-
dress new needs. He pointed to the Feast of the Sacred
Heart of Jesus, showing Christ’s love and compassion in
a time when many people embraced a cold and gloomy
spirituality. Originally on the last Sunday of October, in
the late 1960s the solemnity of Christ the King was
moved to the last Sunday of the year.

Fresh from baptism’s waters, we are anointed with
chrism “as Christ was anointed priest, prophet, and king.”
This feast is a key to our identity. On this feast, we recog-
nize Christ as a king who breaks the usual mold of king-
ship, and who shapes his kingdom with our hands, our
words, our deeds of love and service.

THE THRONE OF THE CROSS

We conclude the liturgical year today with the Solemnity of Christ the King.
On the surface, we might wonder what this has to do with our lives. Why does
it matter that Christ is King? Do we need a king? If we are honest with our-
selves, we must admit that we do need someone to follow, a king who will rule
our hearts, minds, and lives with goodness. Left to our own devices, following
our own tendencies, we are bound to fall short of God’s great call to grow and
live in holiness. Christ will shepherd us, not from a position of power or au-
thority, although both are his as well, but rather from the throne of the cross,
the throne of humility, compassion, and peace.

JESUS, THE IMAGE OF THE INVISIBLE GOD

Part of the challenge of living as a child of God is not being able to see God, to
know what God is like. Believing in God requires faith, the willingness to enter
into a mystery that is timeless and yet timely—as true today as it has been
throughout the ages. Placing our faith in Jesus does not require us to put
rational thought behind. Rather, in Jesus, we see God, the creator of all that
is, including our intellect, the ability to understand our experience, and more.
